BRIEF HISTORY
In 1958 Harvey Agricultural Junior High School was located at the current primary school site and catered for students from Year 1 to Year 10.  The Agricultural and Junior High School sites were administered by the same Principal.  Students have been housed at the current Town Campus since 1962 but the school was not officially opened until 1964.  Harvey was a high school with Year 8 - 10 students until approximately 1973/74 when the push was made for it to become a Senior High School.
The Agricultural Campus was established in 1953 on the site of the Italian POW internment camp. JH Barton was the foundation Principal from 1952 until mid 1954.  He later went on to become the Director-General of Education.  Students were taken out to local farms for the practical side of their courses, but gradually land around the site was acquired and the current farm established.  Boys only attended until 1988.The first girls did not reside on campus but were boarded in town.  In 1992 a dormitory for girls was opened with 4 girls in attendance, and girls have resided at the school ever since.
In January 1998, the town campus and the agricultural campus formally split into two separate schools.  The town campus became HARVEY SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL and the agricultural campus became HARVEY AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE.

Visting other schools as far away as Pinjarra was such fun.    The Roeland Mission students were so talented.  The Swimming Carnival was held at the local weir where you had to swim fast because it was so cold and to escape the leeches.
Socials:
Socials meant dancing lessons - foxtot, Barn Dance and the Pride of Erin.
